From paper to planet: using Google Earth to provide information on fisheries monitoring programs worldwide.
To date, little information has been compiled about the global distribution of fisheries observer programs. In May 2007, the 5th International Fisheries Observer Conference was held in Victoria, British Columbia, Canada.  A large paper map was displayed throughout the conference in an effort to collect this information for the first time. This presentation will chronicle how this paper map was transformed into an interactive Google Earth map to provide information on the distribution and scope of fisheries monitoring programs worldwide.  The Google Earth platform provides an innovative outreach tool that may be of interest to other NOAA Fisheries Science programs looking to share information visually.
