Magnuson-Stevens Reauthorization Act of 2006 Changes to Economic Data Collection and Use
The Magnuson-Stevens Reauthorization Act of 2006 includes important changes to the MSA with respect to the collection and use of economic information for Federally managed commercial fisheries.  ST5 staff worked with SWFSC economists to develop a plan to improve the economic data for the Pacific Fishery Management Council’s coastal pelagic species and highly migratory species fisheries.  The successful implementation of the plan will assist NMFS in meeting its commitment to collect basic economic information (i.e., cost, revenue, and employment data) for all Federally managed commercial fisheries, which in turn will allow the Councils and NMFS to substantially improve their capability to do the following:  (1) describe and monitor economic performance (e.g., profitability, capacity utilization, efficiency, and productivity) and impacts (e.g., sector, community, or region-specific employment and income); (2) determine the quantity and distribution of net benefits derived from living marine resources; (3) understand and predict the behavior of participants in Federally managed commercial fisheries; (4) predict the biological, ecological, and economic impacts of existing management measures and alternative proposed management actions; and, (5) in general, more effectively conduct the analyses required under the MSA, the Endangered Species Act (ESA), and the Marine Mammal Protection Act (MMPA), the National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA), the Regulatory Flexibility Act (RFA), Executive Order 12866 (EO 12866), and other applicable law.  Although collecting the basic economic data for all Federally managed commercial fisheries is just one part of a strategy to improve our capabilities to conduct those required analyses, it is a critical part because the lack of that basic economic data severely limits our ability to develop and improve our economic understanding and to construct and calibrate models of the commercial fisheries that are needed to conduct the required analyses.
